The conference will be held in the room Sala Consiliare of the Palazzo
Santo Stefano (Sede Provincia di Padova), piazza Antenore, 3 Padova.

From Train or Bus Station
1. Walking: the Train Station is at walking distance (<1.5 km, < 20 min) from the conference. Head

toward south taking “Corso del Popolo”, then enter the pedestrian zone, go beyond the Caffé
Pedrocchi, the city Hall and then turn left into Via S. Canziano; standing at the traffic light there is

the Libreria Feltrinelli on your left and Piazza Antenore on the right.
The Bus Station is next to the Train Station = reach the Train Station (2 min walk) and follow the

same indications.
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2. Taxi: just outside the main entrance of the Train Station, there is the taxi lane. No need to book,
but in case (or to come back): +39 049651333. The price should be less than 15 EUR.

3. Public transport:
Tram (10 min): Exit the Train Station; on the left part of the square, there is the ticket shop for
buses and tram (ticket price: 1.30 EUR). Then, on the left, there is the road entry to a bridge, with
tram tracks: facing the bridge, the stop is on the left. The direction of the tram is Guizza, exit at
Livio (4 stops). Then walk in north direction for about 150 m and find Piazza Antenore on the right.

Bus (13 min): U6 bus toward Roncajette Don Rossi. Take this bus at Ferrovia lane 3 (in front of
the Train Station). Get off at Tito Livio (4 stops). Ticket at the same place and price as for the Tram,
or buy it on board (2 EUR and sometimes not available).

From Venice Airport

By shuttle bus service (ca 50 min): these two companies provides rides from (or to) the Airport
to (or from) an arbitrary address. You should book them in advance:

By bus (1h5min): in the main hall at Venice Airport there is the ticket shop for the BUSITALIA
bus to Padova (ticket price ca 8 EUR). The bus leaves from the bus line outside the main airport
entrance on the left (ask to be sure nothing changed). The bus arrives to the Padova Bus Station,
near (2 min walk) the Train Station.

From Treviso Airport

1.

By shuttle bus service: See point 1 of Section “From Venice Airport”

By bus (1h): in the main hall at Treviso Airport (Arrival zone) you can buy the ticket shop for the
BUSITALIA bus to Padova (ticket price ca 8 EUR). The bus leaves from via Noalese, just in front
of the airport. The bus arrives to the Padova Bus Station, near (2 min walk) the Train Station.
